Sealed quotations are invited from reputed and experienced contractors, firms
and vendors for construction of XBIS room at Air Cargo Complex, NSCBI Airport,
Kolkata along with electrical connections, fittings/installations as per below mentioned
specifications. The blue print plan of the proposed XBIS room is as per Annexure
marked 2’ The construction should be done as per the laid down plan and the room
construction, electrical connections, fittings/installations should fulfil the pre-requisites
i
of environment for the XBIS attached herewith (Annexure marked 3°)..
The description of the job is as under:-
A. Construction of XBIS room -
Height-3.5mt., Length-6mt., Width-4mt.
Two sliding doors — 1) 1.5mt.Width & 2mt.height, 2) 1.5mt x 1.5mt.
The wall of the Authority strong room ‘C’ as per diagram should be treated as
the wall of XBIS room and the iron sheet wall ‘D’ as another wall of XBIS.
Total Roof-24sq.mt., Total Wall-‘A’ +'B’=35sq.mt. Two Doors-‘X"-3 Sq.Mt.. &
¢Y’-2.25 Sq.Mt. Materials to be used — Natural anodized aluminums section

50mm x 37mm x 1.6mm thick with 9mm both sides pre-laminated boards fixed
to the panels.

B. Electrical connections, fittings/installations as per pre-requisite of XBIS
mentioned in Annexure marked 3’

1. The bidders while submitting tender should invariably write on the envelope

2. The sealed quotation may be sent by post or dropped in the tender box on or

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3. The Deputy Commissioner of Customs, EDI and ACC is not responsible for
non-receipt /late receipt /loss of tender documents due to postal delay.

4. The sealed quotations will be opened on .Q%l?.d_z_?w..-a( 3 P.M. in the office
of the Addl. Commissioner of Customs /Systems Manager(EDI), 11" floor,
EDI, ACC, NSCBI Airport, Kolkata-700052 by the tender committee in
presence of interested parties. 2.

5. The Deputy Commissioner of Customs/ System Manager (EDI) regorves the
right to accept/reject any or all quotations without assigning any feason.

6. The interested parties are requested to inspect the above mentioned sites
from 2 2010 till ‘5°P.M. of 22[0!12010 during working hours after
taking permission from Supdt. Of Customs EDI, ACC, Kolkata before raising
quotations for the said work,

7. The tender validity period shall be one month from the date of opening of
tender.

Terms & Conditions

The general terms and conditions of the offer are as under :

1. The ventlor must have past experience in performing jobs/works of similar
nature. The vendor shall submit proof of experience at the time of
submitting his tender quotation clearly indicating the name and address of
the organization where such job was performed as well as the duration of
such experience.

2. The annual turnover of the vendors should not be less than Five (5) lakhs
for the financial year 2008-2009. The vendor shall submit proof of
turnover at time of submitting his tender quotation. Preference shall be
given to vendors registered under Service Tax as service provider for the
said service. Such vendors shall quote their Service Tax Registration
Number as well as submit Service Tax Payment details, if any, at the time
of submitting the tender quotation.

3. The vender shall undertake the construction job on “As is where is basis”

4. In case the services of the vendor are not found satisfactory, the Deputy
Commissioner of Customs / System Manager(EDI) shall be at the liberty
to terminate the contract in the mid term after serving a notice allowing 15
(fifteen) days time period.

5. Payments to the vendor shall be made on the basis of work completion
certificate given by Deputy Commissioner of Customs/System Manager
(EDI), ACC, Kolkata.
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6. The vendor shall under no circumstances misbehave with any of the

officers of Customs. He shall be expected to render technical advice to the
System Manager (EDI) when called upon to do so.

The vendor submitting quotation for the tender notice should explicitly agree
to all the conditions referred to in SL No.l to 7. Tenders wherein if any of the
particulars and conditions are not provided / fulfilled the same are liable to be rejected.
This office reserves the right to reject any or all the tenders received without assigning
any reason whosoever. Canvassing in any form by the tender will result in rejection.
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The salient terms and conditions of the contract, which shall be entered into
with the successful bidder:

1.

The vendor shall furnish bank guarantec/security deposit for an amount
equal to 10% of the contract value which will be released on completion
of contract. The bank guarantee shall be in favour of “President of
India”(acting through the Commissioner of Customs(Admn. & Airport),
ACC, NSCBI Airport, Kolkata-700052) and it shall be the responsibility
of the vendor to keep this bank guarantee valid till obligations under this
contract are discharged to the mutual consent of department and vendor.

In case the vendor fails to cope up with the workload or does not render
satisfactory services, the contract awarded to him shall be cancelled
without giving any notice or without assigning any reason whatsoever and
the bank guarantee/security deposit will be encashed and payment due to
him if any, shall be forfeited. In this connection, the decision of the
System Manager shall be final and binding on the vendor.

If for any reason the vendor is not able to attend the complaint/problem,
the job shall be got done from some other firm or from the open market at
the cost of the vendor and the expenditure incurred shall be recovered
from the vendor. This may also entail termination of the contract and
encashment of the bank guarantee/ security deposit furnished by the
vendor.

The vendor shall not sublet the whole or part of the works without prior
written consent of the System Manager (EDI). Such consent, if given,
shall not relieve the vendor from any liability or obligation under the
contract and he shall be responsible for the acts, defaults, negligence of
his agents, servants or workmen. :

The vendor shall, at all times during the currency of the contract, conform
to and comply with the regulations and by-laws of the Central Govt., of
this office and of all other local authorities, the provisions contained in the
Various Labour Acts in force enacted by the State Legislature and the
Parliament and Workmen’s Compensation Act, 1923, Provident Fund
Regulations ete. for welfare and protection of workers or for the safety

of the public and other insurance provisions.



6. The vendor shall indemnify this office against any liability for
compensation due to injury to his own workmen or to any other person
inside the office premises while executing the work and for any damage to

the property.

7. The vendor shall provide details like Name(s) and Phone Number(s) of the
contact person (s) who shall be available at all times in case any problem
is encountered by the Customs Authorities regarding the services provided
by him.
