The other major LCSs are the
Jaigaon-Phuntsholing LCS with Bhutan, Panitanki-Kakarvitta LCS with Nepal,
Fulbari-Banglabandha, Mahadipur-Sonamasjid, Ghojadanga-Bhomra,
Changrabandha-Burimari & Hili-Hili with Bangladesh. Hence the LCSs have
contributed immensely to streamline the supply logistics chain through Eastern
India to capture international markets by abiding to various international treaties.

ICP Petrapole is the largest and most eventful land border in Asia with multi-model logistic
facilities. The LCS is now housed in the Integrated Check Post (ICP) developed by Land
Ports Authority of India (LPAI). The mirror LCS on the Bangladesh side is Benapole Land
Port. ICP Petrapole overlooks international cargo and passenger's movement. This ICP is
an authorized route for transit of Bangladesh export cargo destined to third countries via
Kolkata Air Port and Delhi Air Cargo Complex. Passengers Bus Services through Kolkata-
Dhaka and Kolkata-Dhaka-Agartala routes are operational via ICP Petrapole. BSF is the
paramilitary force manning the zero point.
